As the “Electronic Age” becomes more popular, the Library is offering an ever 
increasing array of electronic resources ranging from automotive, business, genealogy, 
newspapers and magazines, and student study resources. One of the more intriguing 
products is a foreign language tutor called “Mango.” Whether you are a business 
person, student, traveler, or someone who just wants to learn a different language, 
Mango can help. This online subscription database includes 36 guided language 
experiences (including English), provides two levels of instruction with Mango Basic and 
Mango Complete, and offers simple learning and memory tools. These resources can be 
accessed via the Elk Grove Library’s webpage under the “Reference & Research” heading.
